Accuracy. There are key parameters a professional needs to ensure are within a certain range of accuracy in order
for the data to be reliable enough to take action on when club fitting, teaching, gap fitting, and/or practicing. The
numbers in the table below are minimum requirements based on ISG's extensive experience in the industry.
Please note that TrackMan's accuracy is substantially better than the accuracy levels listed in the table.

Remember: it is particularly dangerous to purchase a system that is unstable and gives unpredictable errors (for
example, if spin rate was off by 1000 rpms on one shot, 500 on the next, 100 on the next, etc.).

Ease of Use. If set up is too complicated, not only is the system frustrating to use, but there is also a risk that
improper calibration leads to added bias or error. The system should be intuitive, flexible, and fun to use. You
should impress your customers with the quality, look, and feel of the application.
